To file online for retirement, spouse’s or disability benefits benefit’s, a person must: 

· NOT currently be receiving Social Security benefits,

· NOT have already applied for benefits, and

· Reside in the United States or one of its territories.

If applying for retirement and/or spouse’s benefits, a person must:

· Be at least 61 years and 9 months or older, and

· Plan to start benefits within 4 months. 

If applying for disability benefits, a person must also:

· Have been, or expected to be, unable to work for at least one year or

· Have a terminal illness.
